I. Personal data of the candidate

I.1. Education

Emilia Velichkova Vitanova was born on 25.09.1985. She graduated from
National Sports Academy "Vassil Levski" in 2009 with a double major degree as
"Physical Education Teacher" and "Tennis Coach", followed by a Master's
degree in Sports Management in 2011. In 2016 Vitanova obtained her PhD by
defending her dissertation on the topic of "The Educational Policy of the NSA
"Vasil Levski" 1942-2012" in the Management and History of Sport
Department. In addition to the above, the candidate has presented a number of
additional trainings and participations, among which most notable are the 48th
Session for Young Participants of the International Olympic Academy,
participation in student mobility at the German University of Sport in Cologne,
etc. During her student years significant attention deserve her activities related
to the Olympic Club of the NSA, of which she was the President for 6 years -
2006-2012.



In her education the candidate has demonstrated a deep interest in
Olympism, the history of sport and the importance of sport to social processes

nationally and internationally.

1.2. Professional and expert experience

Emilia Vitanova's professional path is connected with the National Sports
Academy. From 2013 to 2017 she was a part time lecturer and from 2017 she
was appointed as an assistant professor. After an academic selection competition
in 2019, she was awarded an indefinite employment contract, holding the
position of senior assistant. Over the years, she has had experience as a high
school PE teacher, served on the BF field hockey board, was part of the BOC
Olympic Education Committee, and more.

At the NSA "Vasil Levski™ Emilia Vitanova teaches the course "History of
Physical Education and Sport", the pre-diploma practice of students, courses of
the Master's program "Olympism and Sport", elective courses, etc.

Vitanova demonstrates a great commitment to the institutional life at the
NSA, and outside of her duties as a lecturer, she actively assists and supports,
both formally and informally, a number of activities related to the production of
audio and video materials, the coverage and documentation of events, and most
significantly, an extremely wide range of community activities with
representatives of different age and social groups.

Her dedication is also reflected in the many awards and honours she has
presented in her documentation, among which the “Nadezhda Lekarska” Award,
and the BFHT Merit Award stand out.

Il.  Scientific Activity

The candidate Emilia Vitanova presents an extensive scientific
production, which includes 1 monographic publication, 2 articles in indexed
journals, 11 articles in peer-reviewed journals and 6 teaching materials,

methodological manuals or other types of scientific publications. These



publications cover topics such as Bulgarian folk games, methods for their
application in education and analysis of the Olympic movement. It demonstrates
in-depth research and significant contributions to the field of educational policy
and teaching methodology. Her publication activity meets and exceeds the
minimum national requirements for the academic position of Associate
Professor.

The main contributions of the candidate's scientific activity can be

categorized in the following:

1. Study of the Bulgarian folk games: Emilia Vitanova significantly
contributes to educational and pedagogical strategies through her
monograph "Bulgarian Folk Games - a Source of Education and
Culture of Children in School and Leisure Time". This work provides
an in-depth analysis of Bulgarian folk games, highlighting their role in
the education system and in teacher training. The monograph combines
theoretical knowledge with practice, offering specific methodological
requirements, planning and pedagogical guidelines for their effective
implementation in the educational process.

2. History of the National Sports Academy: The candidate has a
significant contribution to the study and preservation of the history of
the National Sports Academy “Vassil Levski”. She examines the
historical development and mission of the Academy, highlighting key
moments in its history. It is important to note that Vitanova also
focuses on the systematization and electronization of the NSA's
historical archive, thus providing a valuable resource for future
research. This aspect of her work contributes to the preservation and
accessibility of a significant amount of historical material, which is
essential for the study of educational policy and the history of sports

education in Bulgaria.



3. Olympic Education: Emilia Vitanova has a large contribution to the
understanding and application of the Olympic education, stressing on
the importance of the Olympic values in the educational process. She
extends this concept with research, including the organization and role
of the passage of the Olympic Flame through Bulgaria, the
participation of the sports community and its prominent figures in the
dissemination of Olympic values in the country. Vitanova not only
illuminates historical aspects of Olympic education, but also provides
practical and applied guidelines for the integration of Olympic ideals
into the teaching material, which demonstrates her contribution to
enriching the educational curriculum and educating students in the

spirit of Olympic values.
