Theme: “Methodology and theoretical-practical aspects of the management at
the Bulgarian federations with “sports of development possibilities”.
For awarding of the “PhD” educational and scientific degree in professional
direction 7.6 Sport, “Theory and methodology of sport science”
PhD programme

Scientific supervisor: prof Yordan Kalaikov, Dsc.
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Kalinka Marinova Ivanova is born on July 3, 1977 at the city of Pleven.
Graduated consecutively from: “Vasil Levski” National Academy of Sport -
“Bachelor” educational and qualification degree, “Physical education teacher”
and “Yachting coach” specialties; “Master’s” educational and qualification de-
gree “High achievements sport” and “Yachting” specialties. She is a PhD stu-
dent to the “Management and history of sport” department during the period
2019 to 2024. Her professional labour activities cover: physical education
teacher (1999-2002); Secretary general of the Bulgarian Archery federation
(2003-2015) - 13 years; education organizer to the “Management and history
of sport” and “Technical and ice sports” departments to “Vasil Levski” Nation-
al Academy of Sport (2016 up to now) - 8 years.

Kalinka Ivanova is: administrative secretary and member of the
“Feniks Archery” Sport Club - Sofia; year classification competitor No. 1 of the

Bulgarian Archery federation; many times national archery champion (2016-
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2024); national competitor and medal holder from international competitions
in Bulgaria and abroad, national referee in archery (1st category).

Impressive is the PhD student’s good educational, professional
and social status. That appears as solid prerequisite and predetermines
her potential abilities to be a part-time PhD student researching the so-
cial sport organizations. Kalinka Ivanova’s professional authority allows
her to attract for the study three national federations - “Archery”, “Grass
hockey” and “Sumo”.

The doctor’s theses under the name of “Methodological and theoreti-
cal-practical aspects of the management at the “Possibilities of development
sports” Bulgarian federations, is written on 198 standard pages. It covers con-
secutively an introduction, four chapters; literature review; problem setting;
methodology of the study; study results and analysis; meaningful detailed
structure of conclusions, recommendations and contributions is presented;
bibliography; annexes (4).

Competent analysis of 118 literature and documental sources is made
on the theme - literature 83, literature and documental (electronic) 35 as ob-
ject of application at the federations under study; 101 in Cyrillic alphabet and
17 in Latin alphabet. The paper is illustrated by 6 tables and 66 figures.

I am synthesizing the analysis of the structure, scientific instru-
ments and the contributions of the doctor’s theses as follows:

Introduction (page 6-9). Following the preliminary study of the
methodological, theoretical and scientific-applied researches and the good
practice, the PhD student successfully and backed up with arguments defines
the theses, formulates the approach to projecting the study.

She provides proofs for defining the Bulgarian sport federations in ar-
chery, grass hockey and sumo as “Possibilities for development sports”.

Chapter one (page 10-63) - “Literature review and problem setting”.
The literature and documental sources are correctly and precisely studied and
analyzed. They are not many in number but are directly related to the doctor’s
theses theme and written by authoritative (Bulgarian and foreign) authors.

Methodological and theoretical considerations are entered when developing

the theme. The competent position of the sources used is impressing (by anal-
ysis); analysis of the physical education system, including historical review;
structure; principles; strategy; programmes; resource provision; legislative
and legal-normative arrangements; management specificity of the state and
social sports federations at national and municipality level, including the Bul-
garian sport federations defined as “Possibilities of development sports”.
Attention is accented on the structure-functional changes following the year
1992 in the management of the physical education and sport in Bulgaria. The
analysis of the chapter is enriched by 5 figures. Conclusions made are objec-
tive and precisely presented in accordance with the separate management as-
pects of the functioning and the management development of the physical ed-
ucation and sport in Bulgaria.

Chapter two (page 64-74) - “Methodology of the study”, incl. field,
object, subject, purpose, tasks, methods and organization of the study.

Purpose of the study: “Optimization of the organization-ruling
structure of the Bulgarian sport federations management in accordance
with the modern tendencies in the development of the various sports
and the programme for high achievement sport development.” Six scien-
tific and research tasks, in inter-relation, are formulated for the execu-
tion of the purpose.

Complex of scientific methods is applied in accordance with the pur-
pose and tasks of the research: study and analysis of the literature and docu-
mental sources; content analysis; questionnaire study; comparative analysis;
sociological methods; modeling; SWOT analysis; mathematic-statistical analy-
sis; | am adding to the methods - system analysis, incl. aspects; component;
structural; functional; integrative; communicative (Afanaciev, V., 1981).

Thirty-four federation and forty-eight sport club figures have partici-
pated in the questionnaire (expert) study. The question card is competently
and precisely developed. It covers twenty-four inter-related questions with
hundred sixty-one signs on basic elements of the functioning and develop-
ment of the sport federations: social; professional; functional; human re-

sources; financing; management problems; communicative; position of the
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questioned figures; possibilities for holding marketing and sociological stud-
ies. The questionnaire card is one of the well composed in the field of the
studies related to the sport organization management in Bulgaria.

Chapter three (page 75-159) covers a complex of inter-related analy-
sis (presented by five tables and fifty-seven figures). Consecutively analyzed,
supported by the author’s position, are: document type study; classification
and circulation developments according to the management level and the en-
gagement of the cadres (2m task); questionnaire study related to: financing,
problems; information provision in the Bulgarian sport federations.

Analysis is made of the: social structure; distribution by age, sex and
grade of education; qualification, education, labour positions, length of service
of the persons under study; resource provision - financial (financial sources):
100% by the Ministry of youth and sport, 97,1% - membership fees and cus-
tomer lists; donations - 79,4%; sponsorship - 58,8% and others; evaluation of
information and normative provision; information channels used; frequency
of information update; publicity of the provided information.

Analysis of the basic problems and their solution for improving the
federation activities follows: basic problems - financial means - 94,1%, lack of
national sport facilities - 64,7%, insufficient material and technical means -
55,9%, as well as directions for their stable solution.

Analysis is made of the functioning and development of the sport clubs,
incl. cadres provision and positions; qualification; sources of financing; public-
ity of information; use of communication channels.

Stated are the basic problems of the sport club management. Particular
attention is paid to questionnaire card No. 2; development of management
process programmes related to the discussions of the Managing Councils and
General assemblies’ problems of the Bulgarian sport federations; structure of
the sport-competitive activities of the Bulgarian sport federations; ruling ac-
tivities of the national sport federations under study, incl. the scope and status

of these federations.
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Interesting is the number of: Bulgarian sport federations’ sport clubs
for the period 2017-2019; listed competitors; classification of the sport feder-
ations in the International sport calendar (number of medals).

The “Optimized model for managing the Bulgarian sport federa-
tions related to the sports of development possibilities” (task 6), Figure
66 appears to be one of products of the research of significance and in-
transient importance.

The conclusions, recommendations and contributions formulated in
section IV of the paper correspond to the execution of the purpose and tasks
of the study.

Incorrect use (plagiarism) of literature and documental sources is not
found in the doctor’s theses contents.

The abstract of the dissertation is correctly and precisely in accordance
with the structure and contents of the paper.

Notes and recommendations by the members of the scientific depart-
ment collegium are taken in mind and reflected in the doctor’s theses.

Two separate publications at: “Vasil Levski” National Academy of Sport
Year book, volume 2, 2020; “Sport and science” publication, number 3, 3-4

book, 2022 are presented on the theme of the doctor’s theses.

Doctor’s theses scientific and practical contributions

1. Methodology, theory and scientific-practical researches of the Bul-
garian federations with “Sports of development possibilities” have been en-
riched”.

2. Modern complex of approaches and scientific methods for studying
the policy, structure, functions and problems of the Bulgarian federations, incl.
human, financial and information resources of the functioning and the speci-
ficity of their development have been applied.

3. Classification of the documents related to the Bulgarian sport federa-
tions has been developed for the first time according to their types, manage-
ment levels; position names; evaluation of the information-communication

technology quality.
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4. Modern process programme has been developed for regular re-
search of the federation ruling bodies’ activities according to their priorities,
confirmed in legislative and legal-normative arrangements.

5. Outside and inside achievements and negative problems, accompa-
nying the activities of the federations have been established. Following that,
the possibilities for their removal and balance (concerning the cadres and fi-
nancial resources, information provision at the level of the federations and
clubs) have been reasoned.

6. “Theoretical model for optimal management of the Bulgarian federa-
tions under study and their stable functioning in the outside and inside me-

dia” has been designed.

Conclusion

The theme of the presented paper is complicated, significant and
of intransitive importance. The doctoral study procedure and the devel-
opment of the doctor’s theses correspond to the requirements of the De-
velopment of the academic staff in Republic of Bulgaria Law and the
Regulations for acquiring “PhD” educational and scientific degree of “Va-
sil Levski” National Academy of Sport.

Based on the review, I am convinced to propose to the members of
the scientific jury to: 1. Evaluate positively the qualities of Kalinka
Ivanova’s doctor’s theses titled: “Methodology and theoretical-practical
aspects of the management at the Bulgarian federations with “Sports of
development possibilities”; 2. Following the successful public defense of
the theses, to confer to Kalinka Ivanova the “PhD” educational and scien-
tific degree in professional direction 7.6. Sport, “Theory and methodolo-

gy of sports science” PhD programme”.
