1.  Educational and professional development of the doctoral student

Kalinka Marinova Ivanova graduated from the “Vasil Levski” National Sports Academy in
1999 with a bachelor's degree in "Physical Education Teacher" and "Sailing Coach" and a master's
degree in "Sailing" in 2000. She also received a postgraduate qualification in sports journalism.

The doctoral student's professional career began as a physical education teacher from 1999 to
2002. In 2003, she became the general secretary of the Bulgarian Archery Federation, where she worked
until 2015. From 2016 to the present, Kalinka has been working as an "Educational Activity" organizer
at the "Vasil Levski" National Sports Academy, being responsible for the "Management and History of

Sports" and "Technical and Ice Sports" departments.

Kalinka Ivanova is a long-time national competitor in compound archery and a medalist in
international tournaments in Bulgaria and abroad. As a multiple republican women's champion in the
period from 2016 to 2024, she is ranked first in the annual ranking of the Bulgarian Archery Federation
in the period from 2017 to 2022.

These educational and career successes, combined with her sports achievements, highlight
Kalinka Marinova Ivanova's interest and professional experience in the field of sports and sports
management.

2. Structure and characteristics of the dissertation work

The dissertation work on the topic "Methodological and theoretical-applied aspects of

management in Bulgarian federations for "sports with development potential™ examines essential issues



in the management of sports federations with potential for development in Bulgaria. The research aims
to identify the existing deficiencies in the management practices of these federations and to propose an
optimized management model from both methodological and applied perspectives. This research is
relevant and relevant, considering the development of sports management and the strategic goals set in
the national programs for the development of sports.

The dissertation has a volume of 198 pages, including appendices, and is structured in four
main chapters. It meets all academic standards for doctoral dissertations. It is illustrated with 66 figures
and six tables. The work is methodologically well organized, providing a comprehensive analysis of
management practices in the target sports federations.

2.1.  Chapter 1: Literature review and problem statement

This chapter examines methodological and theoretical considerations in developing the
research problem. Includes an overview of the Physical Education and Sports (PES) system in Bulgaria,
exploring its historical development, structure and management. The chapter also provides a detailed
analysis of Bulgarian sports federations, specifically those for sports with development opportunities.

A positive point is the logical sequence of ideas and the comprehensive literature review. The

use of historical and current data provides a solid foundation for the study.

2.2.  Chapter 2: Research Methodology

This chapter outlines the scientific problem, the working hypothesis, the aims and objectives of
the research, as well as the methodologies used. The research uses a complex set of theoretical methods,
surveys, data processing techniques, modelling and SWOT analysis.

Defining the research problem and objectives is clear. The selected methodologies are

appropriate and well-founded.

2.3.  Chapter 3: Results and Analysis

The results are analyzed in five key areas, focusing on document flow, survey results on
funding, staffing and information support, and the effectiveness of management activities in federations.
The strengths of this chapter are the logical structure and the detailed presentation of the results.

The extensive use of figures and tables helps to better understand them.



2.4.  Chapter 4: Conclusions and Recommendations

The final chapter presents eight conclusions and seven recommendations aimed at improving
management practices in sports federations. They are directly related to the research objectives and
results.

A positive point is the practical significance of the conclusions and recommendations. They

provide clear guidelines for improving sports management.

3. Scientific and practical contributions

The dissertation contributes to the development of theoretical knowledge in the field of sports
management by offering practical guidelines for improving management practices in sports federations.
The author and the research supervisor have made the main contributions, according to them,
of which the more important in my opinion are the developed classification of the document flow, the
created process diagram for the analysis of the performance of the governing bodies in the sports
organization and the proposed model of a sports federation, as a system with opportunities for

optimization.

4, Conclusion

In conclusion, the dissertation meets all structural and substantive academic requirements. The
doctoral student convincingly achieved the set goals and objectives, providing valuable contributions
to the field of sports management.
