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1. Relevance and significance of the study

The preservation of public order during mass events, not only in our
country, but also on a global scale, is a permanently relevant and very significant
issue. Moreover, this problem is also a challenge from the point of view of actually
guaranteeing and respecting human rights. The need for a complete and
comprehensive scientific study on this topic is urgent not from today. It has
intensified in recent decades, increasing the danger of terrorist acts and the
commission of serious crimes, which have a direct impact on security and public
order in all spheres.

This predetermines the relevance of the proposed doctoral program for
defense. The work is the first attempt to consider the theoretical, legal and
organizational issues of this activity. We should note that the problems under
consideration have not only theoretical, but also practical significance. In
addition, they will be useful both for students studying in higher schools and for
all employees of the competent structures. Moreover, the conclusions and
recommendations made can be of benefit to structures that have tasks and powers
beyond the competent ones.

All this makes the relevance of the study indisputable and will contribute
to the process of training and future research projects dedicated to this topic.

In the work, the goal, tasks, object and subject of the research are very
precisely defined, which elements are discussed in detail in the second part of the
work.

In chapter one, the doctoral student has made a literature review related
to cyber security in the field of sports. An analysis of theoretical aspects related
to sporting events in the context of cyber security is also made. The main concepts
related to the subject under consideration, as well as the elements involved in their
formation, are examined.

Emphasis is placed on the etymology of the main concepts. It makes a
good impression that the doctoral student pays attention to other concepts as well,
not missing the opportunity to present his views on these issues. The need to
clarify and maintain the correct philosophy regarding the nature and classification
of these concepts is emphasized.

It is important to clarify that the definition of basic concepts is the first
and most important step in any scientific research. This is because the concepts
are the basis of the legal regulation, of the various types of activities, and also the
organization of the work of the various institutions. In this sense, it is a credit to
the author of the dissertation research that he has allocated an independent
paragraph to the conceptual apparatus.

In his research, the doctoral student goes deeply into both the theoretical
and some aspects of the legal part of this type of activity, which is the basis for
the organization of work. It is the fruit of professional knowledge and skills, for
research activity. Combining theory with practice is an example for both NSA
educators and practical workers from all structures, with a view to ensuring cyber
security.

At the end of each part, detailed summaries, conclusions and
recommendations are made, with a view to improving the organization of work,
for cyber security.

The last fourth part is devoted to the conclusions and recommendations
drawn up on the basis of the conducted research. They are well motivated and
reasoned, which gives them weight and shows the conviction on the part of the

3. Scientific and applied contributions to the research

3.1. Scientific contributions and proposals:

» The first, and at the same time very significant, contribution is an
enrichment of the theory related to the enhancement of the cyber protection
of the information systems supporting mass sports events, in the context of
the protection of national security.

 As a significant contribution, we can also define the study of
vulnerabilities in the information systems used to support sports events,
which allow the identification of risks.

systems;

* The need for integration of artificial intelligence and machine learning in
the vulnerability analysis process is argued. According to the PhD student,

this can significantly speed up the detection of potential threats;

» As usual, as a contribution we can also define the presented normative
acts and scientific publications on the subject. This is because the collection
of available literature in one place is important not only to the researcher

but also to other authors and also practitioners.



3.2. Applied Contributions:

 The most significant contribution in the field of practical-applied ones is
the proposal for a conceptual change at the strategic level, of the
requirements for cyber defense. The proposal is made on the basis of the
research work carried out, which is expressed in the developed and
conducted experimental research, which proves in an unambiguous way the

need for change, with a view to increasing the efficiency in the work.

» The need for cooperation between the various sports organizations and the
security authorities in general, with a view to comprehensive cyber
protection, is emphasized.
4. Personal impressions of the doctoral student
| know Mr. Yordanov only from his research and scientific publications,
which makes me unbiased in my assessment of his qualities, which | define as
positive.
5. Opinion on the presence of plagiarism
Until now, | am not aware of the presence of plagiarism in the dissertation
submitted for review, which gives me reason to assume that another development
with this name and especially content is not available in scientific research in the
country.
6. Testimonials
My only recommendation is related to the need to publish and thus
promote the work. This will give even more meaning to the results of the study

and allow for its wider application.



What has been said in no way diminishes the value of the study. It shows
the professional view of the doctoral student, his pragmatic understanding of the
state and the way to improve the level, organization of work on the targeted topic,
which was probably helped by the expert guidance of the scientific supervisor and
the consultant of the work.
