Reason for submitting the opinion: participation in the scientific jury for the
defense of the dissertation work according to Order No. 376/28.04.2025 of the
Rector of the National Academy of Sciences "Vasil Levski".

1. Information about the Doctoral candidate

The doctoral candidate studied under the doctoral program "Theory and
Methodology of Sports Science™ at the Department of "Football and Tennis" of the
National Academy of Sports "Vasil Levski", Vasil Zahariev has significant
successes as a tennis player and as a coach.

The doctoral candidate has been developing a successful career in the financial
sector for more than 15 years.

His orientation towards the doctoral degree of study at the National Academy of
Sports "Vasil Levski" and the topic of the dissertation are completely logical,
considering the experience gained in financial institutions, and his competitive and
coaching work in tennis.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is 172 pages long. The work is structured in an introduction, 3
chapters and literature. 5 figures and 14 tables are presented. The list of literary
sources includes 117 titles, of which 31 are in Latin and 47 electronic pages. The
significant number of electronic information sources provide rich and complete
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contemporary information on the topic of the study.
Tennis, besides being one of the most popular sports in the world, also generates

significant financial investments, while at the same time there are a number of risks
in the training and competition process. In this aspect, the topic "Risk Management
in Sports and Its Implementation in Tennis" is interesting, relevant and useful.

Structurally, the dissertation comprises 3 sections, which are well arranged.

The first chapter, "Problem Statement”, is 43 pages long and includes 4
subsections. It is developed in detail, examining the specifics of tennis and its
management structure. Risks typical of sports events and facilities are indicated.
The working hypothesis presented at the end of the section is very well justified
based on the comprehensive theoretical analysis carried out.

The purpose of the research is well formulated in the second chapter, as well as the
tasks of the study. In this subsection, the object and subject of the research are
described. The approaches, methodology and organization of the research are very
well developed. The research program that the doctoral student used is clearly
presented.

The third chapter "Results and analysis" is developed in 8 subsections and is in a
volume of 108 pages. Here the doctoral student clearly reveals his professional
knowledge and skills in the field of sports and finance. He clearly outlines the
structure characterizing risk management in sports. He indicates the types of risk
and their importance in the management of various sports activities. An analysis
and control of risk in tennis at the international and national level has been made.
The risks of tennis in leisure time, at school and universities, among amateur and
professional tennis players have been determined.

The presented scientific results and facts are illustrated with tables and figures that
highlight the established dependencies.

The summaries of the dissertation work correspond to the empirical work
performed. 10 conclusions and 6 recommendations have been made, which have
high practical value.

3. Evaluation of scientific contributions

Based on the very precisely and thoroughly researched problems, the achieved
results and analyses presented in the dissertation, the following contributions can
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be derived:

1. State and municipal sports governance still lacks essential components of risk
management in sports. The actions or inaction of these governing bodies directly
affect the level of sports in a given country.

2. The structure of the three main interconnected levels — public authorities, legal
entities, individuals — is indicated and analyzed. The types of risk are graded, with
each of them divided into internal and external according to the nature of its factors.
3. The forms of commersialization in sports industry through goods, services and
intellectual property have been established. A separate main source of financing for
each form of sports activity has been proposed.

4. The external and internal macro and micro risks in the sport of tennis, including
those for amateurs, schools and universities, amateur and professional tennis, have
been researched and summarized.

5. The need for experimental funds to finance tennis competitors of international
organizations is indicated. Tennis players taking below 350" place in the world
rankings are often unable to recoup the costs of training and participating in
professional tournaments.

6. It is essential to provide sufficient courts at affordable prices so that coaches and
players can train in appropriate conditions without being dependent on the owners
of the sports facilities. Financial support is needed for budding talents in the early
years of professional tennis.

4. Evaluation of publications related to the topic of the dissertation
Two articles have been published on the topic of the dissertation — one co-authored
and one independent. They are at a very good scientific level and have useful
insights for theory and practice.

5. Evaluation of the summary report
The summary correctly presents the dissertation work. The summary report has a
total volume of 44 pages and is structured as follows: summarized content of the
dissertation work; conclusions; recommendations; list of publications on the topic
of the dissertation work.

6. Critical notes, recommendations and questions
I have no specific questions or comments for the doctoral student.

7. Conclusion

The dissertation work submitted for evaluation by Vasil Zahariev is a
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contemporary scientific study, with clearly visible contributions of a scientific and
applied nature. It is useful for sports educators and coaches, with a contribution to
sports theory and practice.

All of the above considerations give me reason to express a positive opinion and
to propose to the esteemed members of the scientific jury to award the educational
and scientific degree "Doctor" to Vasil Zahariev in the professional field 7.6 Sport
doctoral program "Theory and Methodology of Sports Science".
