Assessment of the requirements of the procedure

A dissertation is presented with a volume of 172 pages, A4 format, divided into
an introduction, four chapters, including literature used (bibliography) and
appendices. To illustrate the work, the author used 5 figures and 15 tables. I
would like to note that the small number of tables and figures at first glance does
not have any impact on the merits of the work. The bibliography covers a study
of 117 information sources, of which: 39 in Cyrillic, 31 in Latin and 47
electronic pages. The predominant number of electronic information sources is
an indicator of the author's available skills and rich scientific tools to "Surf" the
Internet, to provide up-to-date information, to satisfy his creative searches,
through the unlimited "library fund" of the global virtual space.

The dissertation fully meets the requirements of Art. 6, (3) of the Academic
Staff Development Act and Art. 27, (1) of the Regulations for its application.
The doctoral student Vasil Zahariev demonstrates in-depth knowledge of the
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developed issues, reflecting and analyzing processes corresponding not only to
sports, but also to economics, finance and banking. In his research, the author
analyzes and discusses a number of activities, objects, processes, situations,
regulatory and legal cases, management decisions, etc. that have a certain degree
of "risk" on sports training, including the training process, competitive activity,
sports achievement, sports form, risks in the management of sports events,
sports facilities, calendar, climate, atmospheric conditions, sports marketing,
advertising in sports, the state of prize funds, and even the formation of pension
funds (in tennis). The dissertation work is scientifically argued, and the results
of the research represent an original contribution in the field of sports science,
business practice and are an indisputable indicator of its scientific and applied
value.

Relevance of the dissertation

In his research, Vasil Zahariev found that risk is most often described as a
deviation from previously planned results. The use of the word "risk" focuses
mainly on potential damages, losses and undesirable events affecting primarily
the financial industry and banking, where risk is related to the return on funds
and the riskier a given product or strategy is, the greater the return it should
bring. The author's research categorically proves that "business logic" in risk
management is also fully relevant for elite sport, since the highest sporting
achievements and the risks that are taken for their realization are no less than
those assumed for business. Risk management in sport as a specific activity is
the prediction of negative developments in activities, events, processes and
relationships in sport and the undertaking and implementation of preventive
measures and/or actions to restore these relationships or compensate for losses
suffered or lost profits.

In this regard, the dissertation submitted to me for review is undoubtedly
relevant in terms of topic, goal, researched and analyzed problems, discussions
and results, due to its research comprehensiveness in the field of risk
management in business and sports, in particular risks in tennis, which is a
typical embodiment of both subjects.

Study of the state of the problem

The author carefully and thoroughly studies a sufficient number of
Bulgarian and foreign scientific and applied scientific sources on the topic,
including a number of current publications on the Internet. The current state of
the problem is presented in detail and systematically in chapter one of the
dissertation, at the very beginning of which Vasil Zahariev demonstrates
significant knowledge and high competencies corresponding to sports
management. In this chapter, through a systematic analysis of management in
various fields, the author diagnoses the types of risk in business, banking, sports
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practice, and tennis in particular. The doctoral student reasoned and freely uses a
rich toolkit of specific terms characterizing the genesis and management of both
risks related to business, finance and banking, and those corresponding to sports
practice such as planning, organizing and conducting sports events, risks
accompanying the training process and competitive activity, trauma and sports
form, sports facilities and risks related to their security, protection, etc. Based on
Vasil Zahariev's biography, the knowledge presented on the problem,
concerning the various risk areas, their nature, logistics, prevention and possible
consequences, is a logical fact, directly related to his educational qualifications
and professional experience in banking and sports.

Characteristics of the structure of the dissertation work

The author of the dissertation Vasil Zahariev and the scientific supervisor
Assoc. Prof. Galina Ocheva, PhD have developed a standard structure of the
scientific work, which logically and systematically distributes the results of the
research and organizational activity into four separate parts: Chapter | -
Statement of the problem, developed in four directions; Chapter Il - Purpose,
tasks, methodology and organization, presented in 4 points; Chapter 11l - Results
and analyses, with an extensive structure of 8 points, of which 4, 6, 7 and 8 with
a number of subpoints; Chapter IV - General conclusions and recommendations,
in which the author has drawn 10 conclusions and 6 recommendations.

The conclusions corresponding to the topic and the goal are a
consequence of the conducted research and analysis of information sources and
questionnaire surveys. The significant part of them arises from the research,
discussion, analyses in chapters one and three and are logical answers to the
tasks set by the author. The 6 recommendations derived are valuable and useful
for sports management, with 4 of them (2, 3, 4 and 5) being directed towards
legislative and normative regulations.

In conclusion, the general impression of Vasil Zahariev's dissertation
work in structural terms speaks of a high scientific-theoretical and applied
culture with excellent mastery of the forms, methods and means of presentation
and theoretical-logical analysis, orderliness and original systematization of the
information from the conducted studies, analyses, discussions, summaries and
conclusions.

Research methodology and reliability of results

The hypothesis presented at the end of the first chapter is scientifically
sound, well-formulated, academically sound, emphasizes the issues of labor and
Is a prerequisite for the author's goal of the study.

The author's goal of the study is to build a structured approach to risk
management in sports at a general theoretical and special applied level in tennis.
The goal is short, clear, precise, corresponds to the topic and provides an
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opportunity for planning tasks and activities specifically related to the issues of
labor.

The five tasks set by the author logically correspond to and reflect the
realization of the main goal.

According to Vasil Zahariev, the field of research activity in which the
goal and tasks are realized is the management of sports in three main
areas/subsystems:

« High-performance sports - professional and amateur;

« Children's - youth sports - with a social and professional focus

* Leisure sports - mass sports.

However, in my opinion, the research area of this work is significantly
larger than the three areas mentioned. In chapters one and three, a number of
situations, processes, activities, methods and means for risk control and
prevention in a number of sports areas and activities, as well as areas other than
sports, including business, finance, banking, advertising, etc., have been studied,
analyzed and summarized. In this context of thought, I believe that the research
area of this work is significantly larger and could be formulated as "Sports
management, through control and prevention of risk factors in the main areas,
areas/systems and activities". To the mentioned main subsystems, one can safely
add the risks in the management of other sports areas, activities, as well as the
risks in other areas besides the three mentioned, which the author has studied,
analyzed and discussed:

* Legal - normative (Legislative);

* Organizational - managerial,

* Administrative;

* Educational - training;

* Sports - competitive;

» Marketing and advertising;

* Development of sports personnel,

* Regional and club development;

* Sports infrastructure and facilities, etc.

The subject and object of the study are formulated, briefly, clearly and
precisely.

In his research, the author has used a wide range of scientific methods and
approaches:

1. The theoretical - logical approach, associated with the in-depth analysis
and explanation of the information and facts obtained.;

2. Systematic - approach to arranging and systematizing the facts
separately and in interrelation.;

3. Complex integrative approach - for studying risk management in sports
as a purposeful overall process.;

4. Heuristic method - for discovering and achieving effective solutions for
risk management in sports based on specific structural - functional solutions.;

5. Theoretical - logical methods of preliminary research and analysis of
specialized scientific literature, legal - regulatory documents and Internet
information.;

6. Survey method for collecting opinions and information on the various
aspects of risk in tennis, related to the research tasks.;

7. Expert method for analysis, synthesis and evaluation of the obtained
results for risk management in sports and tennis.

The studies, summaries, discussions, analyses and results conducted in
chapter three are an undeniable personal contribution to the theory and practice
in the field of risk management in sports and represent the most essential and
valuable part of Vasil Zahariev's dissertation work.

The preparation of a structure characterizing risk management in sports,
the systematization of the types of risk according to the level of the affected
subjects, the disclosure of the importance and impact of risk in the management
of various sports activities, the characterization of the specifics in risk
management according to the form of activity, the disclosure of the need to
provide the main resources - human, financial and infrastructural, as a
significant risk in sports policy and a number of other analyses in chapter three
are vivid examples and an assessment of the scientific value and merits of the
work presented to me for review.

The analyses and discussion on risk management in sports affecting
public authorities - state and municipal government, external and internal macro
risks in the management of public authorities, are an indicator of the author's
knowledge in the field of sports legislation, sports law and regulatory framework
of sports in Bulgaria.

Through the results of the survey conducted with 200 parents, the author
reaches important conclusions:

* The need to control and treat some of the internal macro risks in the
management of public authorities in sports.;

* Active sports participation of adolescents requires significant resources (time
and financial) from parents, which has a significant impact on the percentage of
active sports participants in our country.;

* In Bulgaria, a small part of the population plays sports, there are no conditions
for practicing sports, the level of involvement and sports literacy by type or
several types of sports is low, which necessitates the development and
implementation of risk management in sports at the level of public authorities.;

* In the state budget, revenues from sports exceed sports expenses many times
over.

The respondents' answers are logical and correlate with the published data
in Table 6 according to Eurobarometer and Eurostat, where Bulgaria is the
country with the lowest % of state spending on sports in 2022, which as a
percentage of Gross Domestic Product (GDP) according to Eurostat is 0.1%,
compared to an EU average of 0.4%, as well as GDP related to sports -
European Commission 2012 - 0.8%, compared to an EU average of 2.12; State
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spending on recreation and sports per person in Bulgaria is many times lower
than in the EU - 11 euros (BG), compared to 113 (EU).

The studies, analyses and conclusions concerning the risk management in
sports of legal entities — international, national associations, federations, unions,
sports clubs and the risk management in sports for individuals — coaches and
competitors are a sign of substantial knowledge corresponding to modern trends
and existing problems and risks in the management of public sports
organizations at the national and international level. In the work submitted to me
for official review, the author has taken into account recommendations from
internal protection, and has also added risks correlating with problems of a
refereeing nature. In tennis, the refereeing influence on the sports result is not
considered a risk that has a significant impact on the game.

The analysis carried out on the risk control in the field of tennis in an
international aspect, as well as the studies on key risks for the development of
tennis at the national level, incl. risks of tennis in leisure time, risks on the
development of tennis in schools and universities, risks for the development of
amateur and professional tennis, as well as the results of the survey of 15
Bulgarian tennis players ranked between TOP 250 - 1800 are extremely valuable
for an objective diagnosis of the state of tennis in a global and national aspect.

Of significant interest, personal contribution and benefit for the theory and
practice in tennis is the information presented in Table 10, concerning the
necessary funds for procurement and investment to ensure the multi-year sports
training of tennis players from beginner (5 years) to elite (20 years) player.

My question to the doctoral student is:

What do you think should be the distribution of the investments established
in the dissertation work — the provision of funds necessary for the development
of an elite tennis player (Table 10)? Indicate the factor weight of the main
sources of support/main investors — family, public organizations — club and
federation, public funds — state and municipal support/subsidy, funds from
sponsorship and advertising?

What is the current practice in Bulgaria and abroad?

In conclusion, the researched and analyzed information sources and the
results of the conducted research and analysis have given Vasil Zahariev reason
to formulate 10 (ten) correct, clear and precise conclusions, logically
corresponding to the tasks set. In chapter four, the author has also made 6 (six)
important recommendations to the various management levels, subsystems of
sports, legislation and regulations concerning the prevention and management of
risk in the sports system and specifically the tennis community.
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Scientific and applied scientific contributions

Perhaps out of excessive modesty, the author has not indicated his
contributions either in the content of the dissertation or in the materials
submitted to me for review. However, their presentation is not an imperative
obligation for the doctoral student in the procedure for the official defense of the
work.

As a reviewer, | allow myself to indicate the following significant
scientific and applied contributions of the author and the scientific work:

1. The structure of risk management in sports is characterized with high
competence and in detail, as the author has diagnosed types of risk according to
the level of the affected subjects, risk management according to the forms of
activity, power and possession of basic resources.;

2. The external and internal macro (public authorities), meso (legal entities) and
micro (coaches and competitors) risks in sports management revealed by the
author are a significant contribution to the optimization of the management of
the entire sports system, through the prevention of typical and atypical risks in
the management of the main structural spheres, directions, units, departments,
etc.;

3. The author has revealed and analyzed in detail the key risks affecting the
development of tennis at the national and international level.

With full conviction, | believe that the three scientific and applied contributions
| have indicated, and not only them, are the author's personal work and
objectively reflect the value of the scientific work. The significant volume of
scientific and research work - the studies, analyses, discussions, summaries and
conclusions made by the author are not only contributions, they are invaluable
benefits for the theory and practice in the field of tennis.

Publications on the dissertation

The author has presented 2 (two) publications on the topic of the
dissertation. The first is co-authored, and the second is independent. Both
publications are of high scientific and applied value and could have been
published in indexed publications with a high impact factor. Since the
dissertation contains a significant amount of research material, | strongly
recommend that the author additionally publish the results in journals, present
them at scientific conferences, round tables and forums, so that they are
accessible to the competent tennis audience. In support of the above, my search
in the virtual space found only the independent publication of Vasil Zahariev
"Risk Management in Modern Sport".
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Abstract

The abstract, presented in a volume of 44 typewritten pages, in A4 format,
correctly reflects the main content of the dissertation work.

Conclusion

The dissertation represents a current and in-depth analysis of a number of
problems related to the management, diagnosis and prevention of risks in
various spheres, subsystems and activities in sports, in particular tennis.

The studies, analyses, discussions and results offer up-to-date information
on the state and risks in sports management on a global and national scale, with
the most detailed emphasis on the risks of management in tennis.

Due to the above, | give with full conviction my positive assessment of
the dissertation work presented to me for review, abstract, research conducted,
results achieved, contributions and | propose to the esteemed scientific jury to
award the educational and scientific degree "doctor"” to Vasil Zahariev, with the
topic of the dissertation work "Risk management in sports and its
implementation in tennis", field of higher education 7 "Healthcare and Sport",
professional direction 7.6. "Sport", doctoral program "Theory and Methodology
of Sports Science", with scientific supervisor: Assoc.
