Sport, doctoral program "Theory and Methodology of Sports Science" with scientific
supervisor Assoc. Prof. lvan Sandanski, Ph.D

Doctoral student Desislava Peycheva graduated with a Bachelor's degree in
Economics and Business at the University of National and World Economy in 2016 with
competencies in international strategic management, innovation, public sector
economics, HR, corporate finance, statistics, marketing. From 2016 to 2018, she
received a master's degree from the International University of Monaco and received a
diploma in Sports Business Management. In June 2022, she was enrolled as a part-time
doctoral student in the Department of Management and History of Sports. For her
relatively young age, she has an enviable work history, mostly abroad, holding
management positions in companies in Monaco and England related to motor sports. In
her sports career, she also achieved great achievements. Even early on as young girl, she
alredy was a four-time republican champion in rhythmic gymnastics with the ensembles
of the “Levski” club. She achieved world successes with the national team in Aesthetic
Group Gymnastics, namely: 2012 - became vice world champion in Cartagena - Spain
and won the World Cup in Germany; in 2013 she won the World Cup in Bulgaria, and
the following year she was third at the World Championship in Finland. Since 2014 she
has been an international judge in Aesthetic Group Gymnastics.



The chosen topic is an absolute novelty in scientific circles in Bulgaria and is a
challenge and responsibility for both the doctoral student and her scientific supervisor.

The dissertation is 220 pages long. The literary sources are 260. Of these, only 6
are in Cyrillic, 185 in Latin, which is a remarkable number for foreign sources (quite
understandable, given the research topic) and 74 other sources and websites were used.
The study is illustrated with 14 tables and 29 figures. The work is structured excellently.
In itself, the comprehensive holistic literary review is extremely valuable, informative,
comprehensive and comprehensive for the issue for specialists, those interested and
arouses interest in this not so well-known sport in Bulgaria, Formula 1. The summaries
of opinions on sponsorship from the perspective of the teams and companies are
interesting. It clearly shows the expertise of the doctoral student, the freedom to handle
facts and terminology, and the detailed knowledge of the structure and relationships in
F1. The hypothesis is well formulated, in view of the growing expectations towards
companies and sports organizations, to study the influence of the concept of sustainable
development on sponsorship relationships in the context of the existence of F1.

The aim of the study is to establish the links between the concept of sustainable
development in corporate strategies, policies and practices in sponsorship relations in
F1. 6 tasks have been set, which are solved by applying qualitative (literature review,
case studies, semi-structured and focused interviews, content analysis of sources,
observation in a real context) and quantitative methods (survey and statistical processing
methods). 7 interviews with a duration of 40-45 min were planned and carried out with
senior managers of 6 teams (2 each from the top, middle and lower ranked teams in the
F1 championship) and one with the General Manager "Commercial Partnerships" of F1.
This in itself requires exceptional preparation and knowledge of the topic,
communication skills, level of preparation of the interviewer and last but not least skills
and capacity to obtain the necessary information. Understandably, in this highly
technological and competitive sector, all requirements for participant confidentiality
were met, ensuring the confidentiality of the information collected during the study. The
limitations of the study itself are highlighted - information was obtained only from the
sponsorship relationship managers, the level of confidentiality and restrictions on the
information provided by the companies, as well as the limited number of sponsoring
companies (26).

All results were coded in the NVIVO10 software program and subjected to
statistical processing.

The doctoral student handles the obtained empirical results competently,
analytically and logically. All of them are presented clearly in tabular form and with
figures. The models, methods and criteria of sponsorship in this area are indicated. The
relationship between the UN's sustainable development and F1's contribution to



achieving the goals set by the UN by 2030 is revealed in a prepared table. The doctoral
student identifies 4 out of 7 "stakeholders” in F1 with characteristics for sustainable
development - definitive, dominant, discrete and passive, with the definitive one
appearing as dominant. The opinions of F1 managers on sustainable development are
systematized and the multifaceted perceptions of sustainable development by those
managing these processes are established. The difficulties in implementing universal
requirements - cultural, geographical, economic, social, etc. are indicated. Differences
in pay by gender are noted, all of which is illustrated in a table. Criteria for assessing
sponsorship relationships in F1 are prepared. The activities towards sustainable
development for each company have been systematized, with a horizon of 2030
indicating the main aspects, which is a serious research contribution. Of the 26
sponsoring companies surveyed, the greatest interest in sponsorship was found in the
technology sector, followed by those for luxury goods (with the stipulation that
companies from the energy, automotive and gambling sectors refused to participate in
the study). The level of integration of policies for sustainable development of sponsoring
companies in F1 has been studied and established (the sponsorship package of Scuderia
Ferrari is cited as a good example). A framework of criteria in 4 main areas of
sustainable development of F1 has been established, as well as a categorization of the
criteria of sponsorship programs - the leading one is the environmental one, followed by
the economic, social and institutional criteria. The most significant contribution of the
work is the prepared table, a systematized framework for planning and implementing
sponsorship relationships in F1, which is based on commitments to achieve sustainable
development goals, corresponding to the 17 UN Sustainable Development Goals by
2030.

The dissertation work ends with conclusions for each of the tasks from 1 to 5, a
total of 21 (some could be combined) and recommendations of a scientific and research
nature (3), of a practical nature (8) and recommendations to sponsors (7).

The doctoral student has presented the results of his research in 2 publications -
1 independent and 1 co-authored. Both are in English.

The abstract fully reflects the content of the research work. No plagiarism was
found when checking using the Stike Plagiarism software program (Official memo with
issue No. P1-326/15.05.2025).

My recommendation is that the entire study, in view of the professional field and
scope, the relevance and public importance of the issues and accessibility to interested
circles, be presented in English as well, and then reach the managers participating in the
interviews and the 26 sponsoring companies.
