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BRIEF INFORMATION ABOUT THE DOCTORAL CANDIDATE

The doctoral candidate Dimo Simeonov Dunkov completed his studies in full-time
doctoral training under the doctoral programme “Theory and Methodology of Sport
Science” at the Department of Weightlifting, Boxing, Fencing and Sport for All at the
National Sports Academy “Vassil Levski”, within Professional Field 7.6. Sport.

During his doctoral training, the candidate demonstrated consistency, high motivation
and a sustained scientific interest in issues related to security at mass sports events. His
long-standing practical experience in the sports environment as a professional football
player has provided him with in-depth knowledge of the specifics of football events,
spectator behaviour and the organizational mechanisms for ensuring security. This
experience has been purposefully integrated into the research and adds clear practical

and applied value to the dissertation.

I. RELEVANCE AND SCIENTIFIC SIGNIFICANCE OF THE TOPIC

The issue of security in the organization of mass sports events occupies an
increasingly important place in contemporary scientific and public debate. Modern
sports events represent complex social systems with an elevated risk profile, where the
interests of athletes, spectators, organizers, institutions, media and private security
entities intersect. In this context, security is no longer perceived merely as an
operational activity, but as a strategic management process of direct importance for

public order, social stability and the sustainable development of sport.

The dissertation addresses a topic of high scientific and practical relevance,
particularly significant in the Bulgarian context. The increasing manifestations of
sports-related violence, deficiencies in sports infrastructure, the complex risk
environment - including potential terrorist and cyber threats - as well as the need to
harmonize national practices with European policies in the field of sports security,

necessitate a systematic and scientifically grounded analysis.



The empirical focus of the research is placed primarily on football events, as the most
widespread and socially sensitive sport in Bulgaria, which further enhances the

practical relevance of the findings and conclusions.

II. STRUCTURE, CONTENT AND LITERATURE BASIS OF THE
DISSERTATION

The dissertation is structured into an introduction, four main chapters, a conclusion,
references and appendices. The total volume of the work comprises 132 standard
pages, allowing for an in-depth and well-argued examination of the research problem.
The dissertation is illustrated with 9 tables and 6 figures, which support the clear

presentation and interpretation of the empirical results.

Chapter One is devoted to a comprehensive literature review and the theoretical
framework of the study. National and international scientific sources are analyzed,
along with key regulatory and strategic documents, including UEFA and FIFA
regulations, European Union policies, the Council of Europe Convention of Saint-
Denis, and the relevant Bulgarian legislation. The literature review is analytical and
critical in nature and provides a solid conceptual foundation for the subsequent

research.

Chapter Two presents clearly formulated research objectives, tasks, object and
subject of the study, as well as its scope - professional, amateur and youth football.
The empirical research employs questionnaires, expert interviews and observation,
complemented by a SWOT approach and case studies of real sports events. This multi-
component methodological framework enables a comprehensive assessment of risks

and the effectiveness of security measures.

Chapter Three constitutes the analytical core of the dissertation. It presents and
interprets the results of the empirical research, including a comparative analysis

between professional and amateur football, identification of key risk factors, SWOT



analysis, expert assessments and specific case studies from Bulgarian and international
practice. The analysis is coherent, well-argued and demonstrates solid research

competence and analytical skills.

Chapter Four synthesizes the main findings and formulates practically oriented
recommendations. Of particular importance is the integrated security management
model developed by the author, based on the principles of Safety — Security — Service
(3S). The model integrates preventive measures, institutional coordination, staff
training and the application of modern technological solutions, and shows real

potential for practical implementation.

The bibliography includes 34 literature sources, selected in accordance with the
thematic scope of the research and used purposefully in both the theoretical and

analytical parts of the dissertation.

I11. SCIENTIFIC AND APPLIED CONTRIBUTIONS

The dissertation contains clearly distinguishable scientific, methodological and applied

contributions.

At a theoretical level, the study expands the understanding of security in sport as a
complex management process integrating legal, social, psychological, organizational

and technological components.

At a methodological level, a reliable framework for risk analysis and assessment of
the effectiveness of security measures at mass sports events has been developed and

applied.

At an applied level, a significant contribution is the proposed 3S model for
integrated security management, which has the potential for practical

implementation in the activities of sports clubs, federations and public institutions.



IV. CRITICAL REMARKS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The dissertation is coherent, logically structured and well-argued. As a direction for
future development, empirical testing of the proposed model within a specific sports
event could be recommended, which would further validate its applicability.
Additional in-depth analysis of inter-institutional coordination in crisis situations
would also be beneficial. These remarks do not diminish the scientific value of the

work but rather outline opportunities for future research.

V. CONCLUSION

The dissertation by Dimo Simeonov Dunkov represents an in-depth, relevant and
methodologically sound scientific study, demonstrating academic maturity, analytical
skills and the ability to successfully integrate theory and practice. The work fully
meets the requirements for awarding the educational and scientific degree “Doctor
(PhD)”.
