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TOPIC: Methods for improving security when holding mass sporting events

Nowadays, sport is a global phenomenon with a huge social, economic
and cultural impact. The security of mass sporting events is one of the most
significant aspects in their organization and conduct. In this context, security is
gaining increasing importance, as various risk factors such as terrorism,
hooliganism, criminal incidents and cyber threats can threaten not only
competitors and spectators, but also the overall reputation of sport.

Everything related to analyzing existing security management strategies at
sports events, identifying potential threats, and developing effective methods for
their minimization deserves approval and increased research interest. This is
also my point of view from which | will analyze and give my assessment of the

ideas and results in my dissertation proposal for peer review.

The dissertation is structured in a book with a volume of 132 pages, of
which 126 are the main text, containing 9 tables and 6 figures, 3 pages of
bibliography, as well as 3 pages of appendices.

For the preparation of chapter one in a volume of 32 pages, 33 sources
were used, of which 27 in Cyrillic and 6 in Latin.

The first chapter consists of three subchapters. In the first sub-chapter, the
author introduces us to the theoretical foundations of security at mass sporting
events. The main concepts and definitions in security management are clarified.
We are consistently introduced to the historical development of methods for
improving security in sports, the principles and approaches to security
management based on sports practice, international standards and good practices
applied in football and other sports, as well as European practices for security
management at sporting events.

The second sub-chapter characterizes the types of threats and risks at
mass sporting events, including social and organizational risks related to football
matches and sporting events, terrorist and criminal threats in the context of
sporting events, cyber threats and information systems protection in the sports
industry, incident and crisis management in sports arenas, use of artificial
intelligence and modern technologies in security management, as well as socio-
psychological aspects of sports hooliganism and their role in risk management.

In the third sub-chapter we are introduced to the regulations and
institutional framework for security management. The author introduces us to
European and international policies and recommendations for football and sports
events, as well as organizational models for security in professional and amateur
football.

At the end of the first chapter, the doctoral student has developed a short,
clear and well-constructed working hypothesis, which forms the concept of the

dissertation.
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The publications on the topic have been creatively researched, but in my
opinion they are too few for this kind of work — only 33 sources. A serious
inaccuracy has also been made on page 29, where in sub-chapter 1.3.1. ,,National
legislation on the security of sports events in Bulgaria”, no text appears.

In the second chapter ,,Purpose, tasks, methodology and organization of
the study", in its logical sequence in a volume of 7 pages, the purpose and the
resulting six main tasks are presented, formulated clearly and precisely and
giving a clear idea of the intentions of the doctoral student. The author has
described the object, subject and field of his research. The organization and
methodology of the study are described in detail, which allow for an objective
analysis towards achieving the purpose and tasks of the work. In structural
terms, the development of chapter two is scientifically justified and fully
satisfactory.

The third chapter ,,Results and Analysis* is developed at a good scientific
level. This part of the dissertation, which is 45 pages long, allows for the
drawing of important generalizations for theory and practice. Extensive research
and analysis work has been carried out, which in scale satisfies the requirements
of a doctoral thesis. In the first sub-chapter of chapter three, a summary of the
goals and objectives of the study is provided. In the second sub-chapter, a
research approach combining quantitative and qualitative methods is presented.
In the third sub-chapter, an analysis of the literature and good practices in the
security of sports events is provided. In the fourth sub-chapter, a comparative
analysis of security methods in professional and amateur football is carried out.
In the fifth sub-chapter, a SWOT-analysis of the current state of security at
football events is carried out, and in the sixth sub-chapter, an assessment of the
identified risks and threats related to football matches is made. In the seventh
sub-chapter, an analysis of the results of the survey conducted with 91
respondents is carried out, and in the eighth sub-chapter, the results of the 6

interviews conducted with experts and persons directly involved in ensuring the

order of football events are described. In the ninth sub-chapter, an expert
assessment of the proposed methods for increasing security is carried out. In the
tenth sub-chapter, the results of the mathematical and statistical analysis of the
survey data and observations are presented. In the eleventh sub-chapter, we are
introduced to the security of the football matches between PFC Levski and PFC
CSKA, and in the twelfth sub-chapter, a comparative analysis of balkan security
practices is carried out. In the thirteenth subchapter, the author has performed an
extensive statistical and graphical analysis of the results, and in the fourteenth
subchapter we are introduced to the successful management of incidents at
international sporting events. In the last two subchapters, a risk analysis has
been performed using a matrix (Risk Matrix) and the economic aspects of
security management at sporting events are presented.

In chapter four, ,,Conclusions and Recommendations®, they correspond to
and are based on the solution of the research tasks set and arise from the analysis
performed, providing an answer to the formulated working hypothesis. In this
chapter, the doctoral student also presents his recommended model for an
integrated approach to security.

From the extensive scientific research, the research and analyses carried
out in this part of the dissertation allow me to point out the following main
contributions to practice:
1. The theory on the problem of improving security during mass sporting events
has been enriched.
2. A SWOT-analysis of the current state of security at football events has been
carried out.
3. For the first time in Bulgaria, quantitative data on the attitudes of football fans
regarding security have been presented.
4. A model for an integrated approach to security has been developed.
