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1. Relevance and Significance of the Developed Scientific Problem.

The candidate, in accordance with his education, profession, and scientific
interests, has discovered, researched, and presented an undisputed problem that

converges the millennia-old phenomenon of sports events and the theory of security.

The significance and relevance of the doctorate are enhanced amidst the chaos
of the world's course, filled with doubts, crises, wars, and the thirst for power and
profits, which does not correspond to the Olympic spirit of sporting competition.
National conditions also put the noble spirit, positive emotions, and educational
Impact on young people to the test. In this aspect, we can expect changes in the

policy towards mass events and competitions.

The author offers a complex framework that is primarily oriented towards
preventive solutions, rather than post-event analyses. Overall, the institutional

approach prevails in it.

The object, subject, goals, and all attributes of the research are well-composed
and provide an opportunity to solve the main problems pragmatically with scientific
tools, without emotional assessments or personal preferences. The scientific
supervision by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Sasho Yordanov is competent, which is evident from

the doctoral student's achievements.

The candidate has fulfilled the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b,

para. 2 and para. 3 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff.

2. Evaluation of the Contributions in the Dissertation.

The scientific and applied results in the presented work are reasonably
formulated at the end of the Abstract. My interpretation of the achievements is based

on my many years of work with the subject matter, the presented official documents,
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and the personal qualities of the author demonstrated in the development. This gives

me grounds to highlight contributions in several main directions:

The approach to the complex of methods for managing sports security in
Bulgarian conditions is based on several main foundations: analysis of existing
strategies for security management in this area, generalization of the good practices
of FIFA, UEFA, and the IOC, knowledge of legal regulations, what has been done in
neighboring countries, focusing on current threats, and the author's personal

involvement in sports life.

The presented integrated model for sports security is another step in science
and management towards uniting the knowledge of objective circumstances and
subjective factors influencing security. | accept the author's ambition to "translate”
the complex concepts and regulations in the EU into practical language for Bulgarian

conditions.

The methodological contribution of the doctorate is also undisputed — a wide
range of scientific instruments has been used, which yield quantitative results
(gathering information suitable for processing) and qualitative conclusions (expert
assessments of specialists, included observations of processes, SWOT analysis). The
formulated conclusions, trends, correlations, and positive and negative aspects of
sports security at the present moment are valuable for theory and practice®*. At the
same time, scientific knowledge and professional management receive original

empirical material on opinions and attitudes in the sphere of sport.

The social-psychological theory of behavior in a sports context and the
organization of public order preservation has been enriched. New indicators and

criteria for risk assessment have been introduced.

The applied focus permeates the entire development — the recommendations
are close to instructions, ready for adaptation and direct application by organizers of

sports events. Their theoretical generalization can become part of new strategies,



licensing requirements, methodological guidelines, or the basis for public order

preservation plans for sports events.

The cyclical model for an integrated approach (p. 118, Fig. 6) facilitates the
understanding and application of a wide range of methods for minimizing incidents,
depending on the specific situation and the hierarchical level of the managers®. It
allows for the simultaneous preparation of sports organizers, police officers, and the

participation of local authorities and the media.

I am convinced that if the concepts presented by the candidate are purged of
cluttered theory, the avalanche of legal acts, the timid reaction of institutions, and the
provocative attitude of some media and interested behind-the-scenes entities, the
system of methods for operational management during sports events and incidents

will work effectively.

The question of all questions for Bulgaria and the EU is teamwork®. In our
country, everyone wants to create policies, immediately stands next to the winners,
but does not want to bear responsibility for incidents®*. Sometimes, the organizers are
more numerous than the participants in the competitions, i.e., we have mass claims

for management, not mass sport.

The candidate diplomatically notes that when informing about major sports
events, organizers often create euphoria, overdo the advertising, and attract all kinds
of audiences, without taking into account external factors such as the organization of
urban transport, the rights of citizens, aggressive moods of fans and supporters, and
the role of security personnel, police, etc., is underestimated. But when incidents
occur, mutual accusations and justifications begin, which corrupts the goals,
aesthetic, and educational function of sports competitions. On this occasion, | accept
the author's idea of building a "consultative bridge between theory and practice,"
which means that the managerial team combines analysis and solutions, legal
frameworks and policies, stimulation, but also restriction of the activities of the
various categories of participants in the event, from competitors to the audience, from
the field to the screen, and from educational effects to advertising and commerce.
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The analysis of the legal framework in conjunction with the role of institutions
makes a good impression. All main participants in the security system have been
reviewed: international and national organizations, football clubs, security
companies, local authorities, volunteers, and fan associations. The effect of the
"Integrated approach to safety, security, and service," approved by the Council of

Europe, has been confirmed.

The findings in Section 1V.2 "Recommendations for improving security at
football events,” give me full reason to state that the dissertation is a scientifically
substantiated reflection of our reality, giving precedence to professionalism,
positivism, management, and sport.
