REVIEW
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General presentation of the procedure
The analysis of the documents under the procedure for obtaining the PhD degree shows
that the doctoral student Dimo Dunkov has submitted a complete set of the necessary materials.
They are in accordance with the Law on Higher Education, the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations on the Acquisition of the Educational
and Scientific Degree PhD of the National Sports Academy, as well as all the documents
accompanying the procedure, which fully meets the administrative requirements.
The documents submitted by the applicant for evaluation and review are the following:
e Dissertation work;
e Autoreferate;

e Scientific publications — 2 issues.

Brief biographical details of the applicant

In 2016, Dimo Dunkov graduated from the National Sports Academy "Vasil Levski",
obtaining bachelor's degrees in "Physical Education™ and "Sports - Football Coach". He also holds
master's degrees in "Sports and Safety” from the National Sports Academy "V. Levski" in 2018
and "History and Civilizations" from the University of Veliko Tarnovo. Since 2018, he has been a
teacher at 152 Primary School "St. Cyril and Methodius" in Sofia. In 2022, he was appointed
Deputy Director for Academic Affairs at 86 Primary School "St. Kliment Ohridski"”, and since
2025, he has been Deputy Director of Academic Affairs at 58 Primary School "Sergey

Rumyantsev".

Data for the presented dissertation work
The work presented for review has a volume of 135 pages, of which 126 are text and 9
pages are references, consisting of sources (including electronic) in Cyrillic and Latin and one

appendix. The work is illustrated with 9 tables and 6 figures.



The topic is contemporary and correctly formulated.

The aim and objectives are presented correctly, differentiated and aimed at solving the
essence of the topic of the dissertation work.

The object of the study is mass sporting events, viewed through the prism of security,
public order and risk management, with a focus on football matches. These include professional,
amateur and children's and youth competitions that gather significant audience. Due to its
popularity and social charge, football creates an environment of increased risk, which requires
targeted security measures.

The subject of the study is the methods for improving security at football events —
regulatory and institutional framework, organizational models, technical means, tactical
approaches and interaction between police, security, organizers and the public. Particular attention
is paid to the prevention of hooliganism, crowd management, crisis actions and the application of
good international practices.

The organization of the study includes five stages:

Preparatory stage (planning and conceptualization): In this initial stage, the research
goals, objectives, object and subject of the study are defined. A preliminary analysis of the existing
literature and regulatory framework related to the security of sports events is carried out. A detailed
action plan and timeline are prepared, which provides a structured basis for the subsequent stages.

Theoretical and analytical stage: At this stage, an in-depth analysis of regulatory
documents, international standards and scientific publications related to security at sports events
is carried out. Particular attention is paid to documents such as the 2016 Council of Europe
Convention on an integrated approach to safety, security and attendance at football matches and
other sports events and the UEFA Safety and Security Regulations. This analysis forms the
theoretical framework of the study and focuses on the key aspects of security.

Empirical stage (collection of primary data): In this stage, various data collection methods
were applied:

* Field observation

* Surveys

 Expert interviews.

Analytical-synthetic stage (data processing and analysis): The collected data was
processed using statistical and qualitative methods. A SWOT analysis of the security system is
carried out, which identifies strengths and weaknesses, opportunities and threats. This analysis
integrates theoretical and empirical findings, providing a comprehensive assessment of the current

state of security at football events.



Final stage (summary and recommendations): At this final stage, conclusions and
recommendations are formulated, aimed at improving security at mass sports events. The
recommendations are addressed to key entities — legislators, law enforcement agencies, sports
clubs and fan communities. In addition, the results of the study are presented as scientific
publications and reports, with the aim of sharing knowledge and promoting good practices in the
field.

Structurally, the dissertation was developed according to the classic requirements for this
type of scientific work and contains four main sections /chapters/:

* Literature review;

» Aim, objectives, area, methodology and organization of the study;

* Analysis of the results;

* Conclusions and recommendations.

The work is ambitious and innovative. A detailed overview of the publications of various
authors concerning the problems of security in organizing sports events is presented, with
particular attention being paid to football matches. Emphasis is placed on the development of
specific strategies for its improvement in national and international forums. Detailed analyses of
the processes in the research area have been carried out: comparative analysis, S. W. O. T. analysis,
expert assessment, statistical and graphical analysis and risk analysis. Based on the questionnaire
survey conducted among visitors to football matches and interviews with experts and key
participants in the security of sports events, an attempt has been made to assess the main challenges
in security in organizing sports events. The answers and opinions of the respondents have been
used in the analysis of possible approaches and strategies for its improvement.

The first chapter “Literature Review” is 32 pages long and includes 3 sections. The
main concepts and definitions in security management are clarified. International practices for
security management at sporting events are examined. The different types of threats and risks in
organizing sporting events are presented in detail. The European and national legislative
regulations for security in the conduct of sporting events are presented.

Chapter Two “Purpose, tasks, area, methodology and organization of the study” is
classically structured. The aim and objectives (6 in total) of the dissertation are clearly, precisely
and comprehensively formulated. The object, subject and organization of the study are described.
The experiment was conducted in five stages. The presentation of the methodology of the
conducted study is resolved in 7 subsections, comprehensively describing of the procedures
performed.

The following research methods were used:
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Theoretical analysis. A systematic review of the scientific literature,
regulatory documents and international standards regulating the security of
sports events was carried out. Basic concepts and models for risk management,
prevention strategies, as well as documents such as the Saint-Denis Convention
(2016), UEFA requirements and national legislation were analyzed.
Observation (field research). Direct observation was conducted during
various football matches — both high-risk professional derbies and amateur and
youth tournaments. The observation system was based on a pre-developed
protocol and included an assessment of access control, stewards and security
behavior, reactions to risky situations, and the availability of technical means.
This method allows to take into account real practices that often remain outside
of official reports.

Survey research. Anonymous surveys were conducted among different groups
of participants — spectators, security officers, organizers and experts. The
surveys aimed to assess perceptions of security, the effectiveness of the
implemented measures, as well as identify gaps in the system. The collected
data provide an empirical basis for quantitative analysis of key aspects of
security.

Expert interviews. Through interviews with representatives of the police,
security companies, football clubs and fan organizations, in-depth opinions
were gathered on the actual functioning of security systems. The interviews
revealed barriers, good practices and potential areas for improvement.
S.W.O.T. analysis. Based on the collected data, a S.W.O.T. analysis of the
security system at football events was prepared. This tool summarizes the
strengths and weaknesses, opportunities and threats, and serves to draw
strategic conclusions and recommendations.

Mathematical and statistical methods. The quantitative data from the surveys
and observations were processed through descriptive statistics and comparative
analyses. Appropriate statistical tools were used to assess dependencies and
differences between groups, in order to objectify the results. The results were
presented through graphs and tables.

Combining and interpreting data. Using different methods allows for

triangulation of information — confirmation of the same phenomena from
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different sources. This increases the reliability and validity of conclusions and
supports the development of practically applicable recommendations for
improving security.

The third chapter "Analysis of the results” has a volume of 45 pages and in it the results
of the collected and processed data from the conducted studies are integrated and analyzed. Here
is presented the practical work carried out by Dimo Dunkov during the implementation of the
conducted experiment. The presented figures and tables provide comprehensive visual information
about the obtained results. After the detailed analysis of the processed data and their interpretation,
the doctoral student reaches legitimate methodological summaries based on the established
impacts of the implementation of the mechanisms proposed in the dissertation work. The author
finds statistically reliable effects of the experimental methodological approaches.

In the fourth chapter “Conclusions and Recommendations”, based on the conducted
scientific analysis, the doctoral student has formulated conclusions, organized into three groups
according to the research on which they are based: analysis of the regulatory framework and good
practices, surveys and interviews, and analysis of risks and SWOT assessment. Recommendations
are made regarding both professional and amateur and children's and youth football, as well as the
education and training of personnel involved in security. The conclusions drawn in a broad sense
correspond to the tasks set. The presented conclusions and recommendations represent an
important scientific product on the research topic. In this sense, the last chapter correctly interprets
the established results and gives a complete look to the dissertation.

Scientific contributions

1. The dissertation represents an important contribution to the field of security in organizing
sports events. The necessary theoretical basis is presented and the most modern trends and
methods in the field are analyzed.

2. An empirical diagnosis of the current state of security at football events in Bulgaria has
been carried out. The study provides a current snapshot of reality on the topic. The collected
and analyzed data have immediate value: they can serve the responsible institutions
(Ministry of Interior, Bulgarian Football Union, clubs) in planning policies and measures
regarding security in organizing sports events.

3. A pilot model for an integrated approach has been prepared — an innovative product of the
study. It can be used as a basis for pilot implementation in a specific league or city. If it

proves successful, the model can be further developed and formalized. The dissertation also
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provides a visual tool that facilitates the understanding and communication of this approach

to a wide audience (e.g. in training sports managers or seminars with police officers).

On the autoreferate and publications

The abstract is well structured and summarizes the content of the dissertation. The separate
main parts of the work are presented, up to the essence of the dissertation, namely the obtained
results and analyses, the formulated conclusions, recommendations and scientific contributions.
The PhD student has fulfilled the requirement to give publicity to the work before the formal
defense by presenting three publications. They reflect parts of the results, analyzes and conclusions

of the dissertation, which allows to build an objective initial idea of the process of its creation.

Conclusion

The work has an accomplished form. The doctoral student demonstrates solid theoretical
preparation, precision and correctness in carrying out research, skills that allow independent work
in the scientific field. Undoubtedly, the thesis was authored by the candidate and shows
competence in the chosen research field. 1 do not find any forms of plagiarism. | declare with
professional and personal conviction that Dimo Dunkov’s work has solid scientific contributions
and potential for application in sports theory and practice. | express high appreciation for the
research precision and good faith in the proposed dissertation experiment.
