MASS EVENTS"

General presentation of the procedure
The analysis of the documents under the procedure for obtaining the PhD degree shows
that the doctoral student Ivan Terziyski has submitted a complete set of the necessary materials.
They are in accordance with the Law on Higher Education, the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations on the Acquisition of the Educational
and Scientific Degree PhD of the National Sports Academy, as well as all the documents
accompanying the procedure, which fully meets the administrative requirements.
The documents submitted by the applicant for evaluation and review are the following:
e Dissertation work;
e Autoreferate;

e Scientific publications — 3 issues.

Brief biographical details of the applicant

Ivan Terziyski was born in 1974 in Sofia. He graduated from the University of Economics
in Varna with a degree in Accounting and Control in 2000. In 2007, he obtained a master's degree
from the Svishtov Academy of Economics, majoring in Corporate Security Management, and in
2016, he graduated from the master's program in Sports and Security at the National Sports
Academy. lvan Terziyski's third master's degree is from 2020 from the Academy of the Ministry
of Interior, Sofia, majoring in National Security Protection. In 2022, he was enrolled as a doctoral
student at the Department of Weightlifting, Boxing, Fencing and Sport for All at the National
Sports Academy. Since 2014, he has been working at the National Sports Base EAD as the
manager of the Arena 8888 Sports Complex, Sofia.

Data for the presented dissertation work



The work presented for review has a volume of 165 pages, of which 156 are text and 10
pages are references, consisting of sources (including electronic) in Cyrillic and Latin and one
appendix. The work is illustrated with 1 table and 5 figures.

The topic is contemporary and correctly formulated.

The aim and objectives are presented correctly, differentiated and aimed at solving the
essence of the topic of the dissertation work.

The object of the study is sports and other mass events (such as concerts, festivals and
public events), considered from the point of view of security requirements and the need for
effective risk management in the context of large gatherings of people.

The subject of the study is the approaches, methods and systems for security management
of sports and mass events. This includes planning of preventive measures, risk assessment,
coordination between institutions, technical means used, organizational models and specific
actions to ensure the safety of participants and the audience. The study covers both the strategic
(regulatory framework, policies) and operational aspects (practical measures on the ground) of
security, including good practices from Bulgaria and abroad.

The organization of the study includes five stages:

Preparatory stage (planning and conceptualization): At the beginning of the study, the
main attention is paid to planning the process and collecting secondary information. A detailed
research plan is drawn up, which defines the goals, objectives, necessary data and methods. The
target groups for the survey and interviews are specified, as well as criteria for selecting experts.
Additionally, a literature review is conducted — references (scientific articles, books, regulatory
acts, reports) are collected and systematized.

Collection of empirical data. This stage covers the period from the 4th to the 9th month
of preparation of the dissertation. The empirical studies of the methodology were prepared. The
questionnaire was tested with several representatives of the target groups, after which the survey
was distributed on a wider scale. This was accomplished with the assistance of sports organizations
and security institutions — through official letters and online platforms, with anonymity guaranteed.
Additionally, interviews with experts were organized: invitations were sent and
meetings/conversations were scheduled. Additional information on good practices was collected
—through communication with event organizers abroad, visits to websites and databases, review of
video materials from events, etc. By the end of the stage, all planned data had been collected:
completed questionnaires were received and interviews were conducted with key experts.

Data processing and analysis. After the completion of the field studies, the analysis of

the collected information was carried out over the next 3 months. The quantitative data from the
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survey were statistically analyzed. The results were presented in tables, graphs and diagrams to
illustrate the key trends. At the same time, the qualitative data were analyzed: the main themes and
opinions were determined from the interviews, which were grouped by categories. Based on the
integration of both types of data, a S.W.O.T. analysis was prepared — points for
strengths/weaknesses, opportunities/threats were formulated, supported by empirical evidence and
references. The risk assessment was further developed: expert opinions (from interviews and
surveys) were combined with the scenarios described in the literature.

Enunciation of recommendations and conclusions. In the last months of the study, the
focus shifted to developing specific recommendations based on the findings. A draft document
was prepared containing a set of measures and proposals, structured by priorities. It was discussed
with the focus group of experts. A meeting/online discussion was organized, at which the
preliminary conclusions and recommendations were presented and discussed. The comments and
criticisms received were analyzed and the recommendations were partially corrected and
supplemented. The final conclusions of the dissertation and the concluding part summarizing the
contribution of the study were formulated.

Completion of the dissertation. The last stage was dedicated to the technical formulation
of the dissertation in accordance with academic requirements. At this stage, the chapters were
structured, the results of the analysis were presented and the recommendations and conclusions
were formulated. Particular attention was paid to the precise citation of all sources used, the
formatting of the figures and the proofreading of the text for logical consistency and clarity.

Structurally, the dissertation was developed according to the classic requirements for this
type of scientific work and contains four main sections /chapters/:

* Literature review;

* Aim, objectives, area, methodology and organization of the study;

* Analysis of the results;

* Conclusions and recommendations.

The work is ambitious and innovative. A detailed overview of the publications of various
authors concerning the problems of security in organizing sports events is presented. Emphasis is
placed on the development of specific strategies for its improvement in national and international
forums. Detailed analyses of the processes in the research area have been carried out: analysis of
good practices, S. W. O. T. analysis, expert assessment, risk analysis. Based on the questionnaire
survey and interviews conducted, an attempt has been made to assess the main challenges in
security in organizing sports events. The answers and opinions of the respondents have been used

in the analysis of possible approaches and strategies for its improvement.
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The first chapter “Literature Review” is 35 pages long and includes 3 sections. The

main concepts and definitions in security management are clarified. International practices for

security management at sporting events are examined. The different types of threats and risks in

organizing sporting events are presented in detail. The European and national legislative

regulations for security in the conduct of sporting events are presented.

Chapter Two “Purpose, tasks, area, methodology and organization of the study” is

classically structured. The aim and objectives (6 in total) of the dissertation are clearly, precisely

and comprehensively formulated. The object, subject and organization of the study are

described. The experiment was conducted in five stages. The presentation of the methodology of

the conducted study is resolved in 8 subsections, comprehensively describing of the procedures

performed.

The following research methods were used:

Literature review. A systematic review of scientific literature, regulatory
documents and international standards regulating the security of sporting events
was conducted. Basic concepts and models for risk management, prevention
strategies, as well as official documents (laws, regulations, international
standards) that outline the framework within which the security of mass events
is implemented were analyzed.

Analysis of good practices. Information has been collected on specific cases
of successful security provision — for example, Olympic Games, football
championships, large concerts — with an emphasis on the measures
implemented and the conclusions drawn from them. This analysis is supported
by post-event reports, guidelines from international organizations and expert
assessments. The analysis of good practices is also based on a comparative
approach — practices in different countries are compared in order to assess
which factors are universal and which are determined by the specific
environment.

Survey research. Anonymous surveys were conducted among different groups
of participants — spectators, security officers, organizers and experts. The
surveys aimed to assess perceptions of security, the effectiveness of the
implemented measures, as well as identify gaps in the system. The collected
data provide an empirical basis for quantitative analysis of key aspects of

security.

S.W.O.T. analysis. Based on the collected data, a S.W.O.T. analysis of the
security system at football events was prepared. This tool summarizes the
strengths and weaknesses, opportunities and threats, and serves to draw
strategic conclusions and recommendations.

Risk assessment for sports and mass events. As part of the methodology, a
systematic risk assessment for sports and mass events was conducted. This
assessment includes several sub-steps: risk identification (listing all potential
incidents and threats), qualitative and quantitative risk analysis (assessment of
the probability of each event occurring and the severity of its consequences)
and prioritization of risks according to the level of danger.

Survey among organizers, security officers and participants. In the
empirical part of the study, a survey was conducted to collect quantitative data
on the attitudes, assessments and experiences of certain groups of respondents
in relation to the security of mass events. The survey was aimed at target
audiences directly related to the topic — for example, event organizers, security
officers (police officers, security guards, stewards), as well as regular
participants/spectators of sporting events. The questionnaire was developed
specifically for the needs of the study, using established approaches for
formulating surveys in the field of security.

Expert assessment. During the course of the study, expert opinion was also
sought to validate some of the results and recommendations. After summarizing
the data, preliminary conclusions were presented to a small focus group of
experts for comment and assessment.

Mathematical and statistical methods. Statistical methods were used to
process and analyze the quantitative data collected through the survey. The
results are presented in the form of graphs in the dissertation and objectively

support the conclusions drawn.

The third chapter "Analysis of the results” has a volume of 79 pages and in it the results

of the collected and processed data from the conducted studies are integrated and analyzed. Here

is presented the practical work carried out by Ivan Terziyski during the implementation of the

conducted experiment. The presented figures provide comprehensive visual information about the

obtained results. After the detailed analysis of the processed data and their interpretation, the

doctoral student reaches legitimate methodological summaries based on the established impacts of
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the implementation of the mechanisms proposed in the dissertation work. The author finds
statistically reliable effects of the experimental methodological approaches.

In the fourth chapter “Conclusions and Recommendations”, based on the conducted
scientific analysis, the author has formulated conclusions, organized into three groups according
to the research area: theoretical framework of the study, empirical results and S.W.O.T.
assessment. Recommendations are made regarding both the improvement of security management
policies and the optimization of coordination between institutions and the monitoring of security
measures at mass and sporting events. The conclusions drawn in a broad sense correspond to the
tasks set. The presented conclusions and recommendations represent an important scientific
product on the research topic. In this sense, the last chapter correctly interprets the established

results and gives a complete look to the dissertation.

Scientific contributions

1. Thedissertation brings an important contribution to the field of security of sports events.
The necessary theoretical basis is provided and the most modern trends and methods in
the field are analyzed.

2. An empirical diagnosis of the current state of security in mass and sports events in
Bulgaria has been carried out. The results of the study contribute to scientific knowledge
in the field by identifying key factors influencing the security of mass events and
proposing a classification. Good practices have been systematized and conclusions have
been formulated that fill the gap in the literature regarding the application of integrated
approaches in sports events.

3. A structured approach to assessing the security of a specific sports/mass event has been
developed, which combines quantitative and qualitative assessment. The proposed key
indicators and the use of the SW.O.T. matrix as a tool allow for an independent

assessment of the level of readiness and identify areas for improvement before an event.

On the autoreferate and publications

The abstract is well structured and summarizes the content of the dissertation. The separate
main parts of the work are presented, up to the essence of the dissertation, namely the obtained
results and analyses, the formulated conclusions, recommendations and scientific contributions.
The PhD student has fulfilled the requirement to give publicity to the work before the formal
defense by presenting three publications. They reflect parts of the results, analyzes and conclusions

of the dissertation, which allows to build an objective initial idea of the process of its creation.
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Conclusion

The work has an accomplished form. The doctoral student demonstrates solid theoretical
preparation, precision and correctness in carrying out research, skills that allow independent work
in the scientific field. Undoubtedly, the thesis was authored by the candidate and shows
competence in the chosen research field. | do not find any forms of plagiarism. | declare with
professional and personal conviction that Ivan Terziyski’s work has solid scientific contributions
and potential for application in sports theory and practice. | express high appreciation for the
research precision and good faith in the proposed dissertation experiment.
