1. General information

This opinion has been prepared by Assoc. Prof. Ivan Stoilov Stoilov, PhD,
Department of Physical Education and Sport at the University of National and World
Economy (UNWE), Sofia, Professional Field 7.6 Sport, in connection with a competition for
occupying the academic position of Associate Professor in Higher Education Area 7 “Health
Care and Sport”, Professional Field 7.6 Sport, Scientific Specialty “Sport Management”.

I am a member of the scientific jury for the competition pursuant to Order No. ZP
1268/02.12.2025 of the Rector of the National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”.

2. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Management
and History of Sport at the National Sports Academy, in accordance with a decision of the
Faculty Council of the Faculty of Sport, Minutes No. 18/26.11.2025. The competition was
published in the State Gazette, issue No. 96/11.11.2025.

3. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

One candidate has been admitted to the announced competition — Chief Assistant
Professor Desislava Stefanova Ilieva, PhD, National Sports Academy.

Desislava Stefanova Ilieva was born on 03 April 1987. The submitted documentation
shows that she has completed higher education in the field of sport at the National Sports
Academy “Vasil Levski”, with an educational trajectory characterized by consistent
progression — from Bachelor’s degree, through Master’s degree, to the educational and



scientific degree Doctor. The doctoral degree was awarded in Professional Field 7.6 Sport,
Diploma No. 000167/16.10.2015, with a dissertation entitled “Marketing of Sport for All”.

The professional career of Desislava Ilieva is closely related to higher education and
sport management. Since 2013, she has been engaged in teaching activities at the National
Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”, where she teaches courses related to sport management and
marketing, financial management, and sports journalism.

Her academic and professional development is characterized by consistency and
progressive advancement and includes teaching activities, managerial functions, and active
expert involvement in national and international initiatives related to sport. A significant
highlight in the candidate’s biography is her managerial and leadership activity at national
level. Since 2019, she has held the position of President of the Bulgarian Federation “Sport
for All”, where she plays a key role in the strategic planning, development, and promotion of
mass sport and physical activity. Within this role, Desislava Ilieva actively participates in the
development and implementation of policies aimed at promoting an active lifestyle, social
inclusion through sport, and cooperation between state institutions, local authorities, and non-
governmental organizations. This activity is directly related to her scientific interests and
provides a high degree of practical validity to the candidate’s research endeavors.

Desislava Ilieva has served as a project leader in three national projects related to the
development of mass sport in Bulgaria. She has also participated as a researcher and expert in
the international Erasmus+ project “BRISWA — The Ball Rolls in the Same Way for All”.
The biographical data outline the profile of a well-established specialist who successfully
combines academic activity, scientific research, and managerial practice. This combination
represents a significant advantage both for the educational process and for the development
of applied scientific research in the field of sport and sport management.

4. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

After reviewing the submitted documentation and the attached Statement on the
fulfillment of the minimum national requirements, in accordance with the Regulations for
acquiring scientific degrees and academic positions at the National Sports Academy, it can be
reasonably concluded that Desislava Ilieva fully meets the minimum national requirements
for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor in Higher Education Area 7
“Health Care and Sport”, Professional Field 7.6 Sport, pursuant to Art. 2b, paras. 2 and 3 of
the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

Desislava Ilieva has successfully defended the educational and scientific degree
“Doctor”, and the required publications related to the dissertation are available, which
ensures the minimum required number of points under Indicator Group “A”. Under
Indicator Group “B”, an independent habilitation work — a monograph — has been
submitted, which meets all regulatory requirements and provides the necessary number of
points for this group. Indicator Group “G” represents the main quantitative and qualitative
indicator of the candidate’s scientific activity and development. The minimum requirement
for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor is 200 points, while Desislava
Ilieva has achieved a total of 250 points, thus exceeding the required minimum. Under
Indicator Group “D”, the candidate reports 60 points from citations, which is an indicator
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of her scientific recognition as a specialist in the field of sport management. As a supervisor
of national projects and graduate students, Desislava Ilieva reports 110 points under
Indicator Group “E”, thereby exceeding the minimum national requirement of 100 points
for this indicator.

5. Brief characterization of the submitted scientific works/publications

The scientific works submitted for participation in the competition for Associate
Professor by Chief Assistant Professor Desislava Stefanova Ilieva, PhD, include a doctoral
dissertation, a monographic work, and nine scientific publications. A significant achievement
for the candidate is the publication of four scientific articles in journals indexed and
referenced in internationally recognized scientific databases. Five articles have been
published in non-indexed scientific journals. Seven of the articles are published in English
and two in Bulgarian. Six of the publications are co-authored.

The scientific research of Desislava Ilieva is thematically focused and consistent. The
main research areas are related to sport management, the social functions of sport,
communication and marketing in the sports environment, and policies for the development of
sport for all. The works are characterized by clearly formulated objectives, correct use of
scientific methodology, and logical structure. They demonstrate a focus on the analysis of
real problems in the management and organization of sport, with results oriented toward
practical applicability and managerial decision-making. The publications show a solid
understanding of contemporary scientific concepts and European policies in the field of
sport.

In summary, it can be concluded that the candidate’s scientific works are
distinguished by high quality, thematic consistency, and academic integrity and fully meet
the requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and applied contributions of the
candidate

The scientific and applied scientific contributions of the candidate, Chief Assistant
Professor Desislava Ilieva, PhD, are characterized by clear thematic consistency and
sustained development in the field of sport management, with a particular focus on the “Sport
for All” system, sports event management, communication, and human resources in sport.

A significant scientific contribution is the further development and adaptation of the
marketing and management approach to the specific characteristics of sport for all, viewed as
a socially oriented and multi-sectoral system. For the first time, scientifically grounded
criteria and indicators for assessing the state and development of sport for all at national level
have been proposed, which have the potential to be applied in strategic planning and public
policy formulation.

A substantial contribution has also been achieved in the field of sports event
management, through analysis of key managerial factors and the role of volunteering in the
organizational process. Practical guidelines and models for more effective planning,



organization, and management of sports events have been developed, with direct
applicability for sports federations, clubs, and non-governmental organizations.

From an applied scientific perspective, the candidate substantiates the importance of
emotional intelligence and communication skills as key competencies in human resource
management in sport. In addition, practical recommendations are formulated for the use of
digital and social media as tools for development, promotion, and identity building of sports
organizations.

Some of the scientific works have a pronounced interdisciplinary character and are
oriented toward the program-project approach as an effective mechanism for the
implementation of youth and social policies in sport. Taken together, the scientific and
applied scientific contributions demonstrate methodological maturity, originality, and a high
degree of social and practical significance.

7. Participation in scientific projects and scientific forums

As President of the Bulgarian Federation “Sport for All”, Desislava Ilieva has served
as project leader of the national project “Program for the Development of Sport for All” for
the years 2022, 2023, and 2024. These projects are of key importance for the development
and promotion of mass sport and physical activity in the country. Desislava Ilieva also
participates as an expert in the international project “BRISWA?”, aimed at addressing a key
and socially significant issue in contemporary sport — discrimination.

8. Teaching activity

Desislava Ilieva holds a doctoral degree in sport management and is a Chief Assistant
Professor at the Department of Management and History of Sport at the National Sports
Academy “Vasil Levski”, Sofia. She participates in the education of students in Bachelor’s
and Master’s degree programs and has an annual teaching workload of 1174 lecture hours for
students in the Sport Management program.

9. Plagiarism
No signals of plagiarism have been received, and no plagiarism has been established.

10.Main critical remarks, questions, and recommendations

Although the candidate’s scientific works demonstrate good knowledge and adequate
use of the international context and European policies in the field of sport, the empirical basis
of the research is predominantly focused on the national environment. This limits the
possibilities for broader scientific generalizations of the obtained results. In this regard, it
would be appropriate for future scientific work to expand the comparative perspective by
including empirical data from other countries and applying unified methodological
approaches. This would contribute to increasing the international visibility, scientific impact,
and comparative value of the research, without compromising its practical orientation.



11.Conclusion

The scientific, teaching, and managerial activities of the candidate, as well as the
presented scientometric data, fully meet the requirements of the Act on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for acquiring the
scientific degree “Doctor of Sciences” and for occupying academic positions at the National
Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”. No signals of plagiarism have been received, and no
plagiarism has been established.

The achievements of Chief Assistant Professor Desislava Ilieva, PhD, in scientific-
applied and educational-pedagogical activities provide grounds for a positive evaluation, and
I propose her for election to the academic position of Associate Professor in Higher
Education Area 7 “Health Care and Sport”, Professional Field 7.6 Sport, Scientific Specialty
“Sport Management”, for the needs of the Department of Management and History of Sport.
