1. Applicant details

his bachelor's degree at the National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski” with a
degree in football coaching. He completed his master's degree again at the
National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski” in 2016 with a degree in “Physical
Education” under the program ‘“Physical Education and Sports in the Basic
Stage of Secondary Education®. In 2020, he obtained his doctoral degree at the
Department of “Football and Tennis” at the National Sports Academy “Vasil
Levski”. In 2022, he won a competition and was appointed as a chief assistant
professor at the Department of “Football and Tennis” of the Faculty of Sports at
the National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”.

Danail Ivanov has a rich resume. As a football player, he competed for the
teams of PFC “White Eagles” — Pleven, FC “Hebar” — Pazardzhik, FC
“Velbazhd” — Kyustendil, FC “Ahironas” — Cyprus and FC “Slivnishki Geroi” —
Slivnitsa. In the period 2017-2022, he was a part-time football teacher at the
“Football and Tennis” department. In the period 2018-2022, he worked as a
teacher of a type of sport — football at 166 Secondary School “Vasil Levski” -
Sofia. He worked as a football coach as follows: in the period 2013-2018 at
“Olympia Football Club”, 2018-2025 at PFC “Levski” — Sofia and from 2016 to
the present at PFC “Lokomotiv” — Sofia. The candidate holds an “A” license
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from the Bulgarian Football Coaching School, where he has also been a lecturer
since 2019. Since 2022, he has also been a Tutor at the Bulgarian Football
Coaching School in UEFA “B”. Danail lvanov has completed several courses
abroad to improve his qualifications as a coach and teacher.
I11.Summarized quantitative and qualitative data for the pedagogical and
research activity of the candidate

The scientific production of Chief Assistant Ivanov, PhD fulfills the
criteria for scientificity such as reliability, innovation, contribution to science
and practice and other features specific to scientific knowledge. The evaluation
of the scientific results of the candidate, which he presents as scientometric data,
written by National Center for Information and Documentation are as follows:

- Indicators in group A: a total of 50 points.

- Indicators in group V: total 100 points.

- Indicators in group G: total 837,5 points.

- Indicators in group D: total 140 points.

- Indicators in group E: total 350 points.

As can be seen, the scientometric indicators of the scientific activity of
Chief Assistant Ivanov, PhD in all three groups (G, D and E) drastically exceed
the values of the necessary minimum requirements, in accordance with the Act
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

As a result of his long-term training, Chief Assistant Ivanov, PhD has
acquired specialized scientific knowledge and specific professional skills and
competencies, which he successfully applies in an academic and professional
sense, in scientific research and project activities.

The candidate has participated in 6 national and 4 international scientific
and educational projects in the field of physical education and sports, as a
researcher, expert and lecturer. Evidence of the high professionalism of Chief
Assistant lvanov, PhD is also found in the citation of his 14 publications in other
28 scientific works, which is undoubtedly valuable for all specialists.

IVV.Description of the scientific works

For his participation in the competition, Chief Assistant Ivanov, PhD,
submitted for review in theoretical, scientifically applied and practical aspects a
total of 31 scientific papers in the field of physical education and sports, of
which by type:

5. Monograph — 1 pc.

6. Book based on a defended dissertation — 1 pc.

7. Articles and reports published in scientific journals, referenced and
indexed in world-famous databases — 7 pcs.

8. Articles and reports published in non-peer-reviewed journals with
scientific review — 22 pcs.

The authorship share of scientific publications is: independent author — 17
works and co-authored — 14 works, of which in six works he is the first author,
in five works he is the second author, in two works he is the third author and in
one work he is the fourth author.
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The presented scientific production can be distributed thematically as
follows:
* In the field of body composition, anthropometry and physiological indicators
in football (scientific works with numbers 2, 12, 18, 25, 29);
* In the field of motor abilities, physical activity and workload (monograph and
scientific works with numbers 3, 5, 8, 15, 16, 19);
* In the field of training methodology and development of children's and youth
football (book based on dissertation work and scientific works with numbers 4,
7,10, 11, 13, 26);
* In the field of technical-tactical and statistical analysis of football matches
(scientific works with numbers 1, 9, 14, 17, 20, 21, 22, 23, 24, 27, 28);
* In the field of economic and managerial aspects of football (scientific papers
number 6).

V.Scientific contributions

Based on the presented publications, scientific summaries, evidence,
conclusions and the overall activity of Chief Assistant Danail Georgiev Ivanov,
PhD, | allow myself to systematize the main and scientific contributions as
follows:
I. A significant part of Danail Ivanov's scientific work is dedicated to the
analysis of body composition and its relationship with the sports performance of
football players in different age and competition groups. In this area, the author
has performed comparative analyses of body composition in elite young football
players from professional academies, presenting current reference values. He has
studied the differences in body composition according to age, level of training
and playing position, including in professional football players from the First
League of Bulgaria. He has analyzed the relationship between changes in body
composition and aerobic capacity, using validated methods such as
bioimpedance analysis and the Vameval test. He has contributed to the practical
application of bioimpedance analysis as a tool for monitoring and optimizing
sports training.
I1. In the field of motor abilities, physical activity and workload research, the
author develops and applies objective models for assessing motor activity and
physical workload in football, analyzing the distance traveled and motor activity
of professional football players at different competitive levels, investigating age-
related differences in physical and technical performance in elite youth football
players (U12-U14), and assessing interlimb asymmetry in elite U16 football
players through jump tests and kinematic technologies, with a focus on injury
prevention and individualization of the training process.
I1l. A significant part of Danail lvanov's publications is focused on the
methodology of training and the long-term development of young football
players. He analyzes the effectiveness of football training on the motor abilities
of twelve-year-old students. He proves the positive impact of small game forms
on the development of technical skills in 12-13-year-old football players. He
studies the opinion of football specialists on early sports specialization, fitness

training and the need for specialized methodologies. He formulates scientifically
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based recommendations for age-appropriate and structured training in children's
and youth football.

IV. In the field of technical-tactical and statistical analysis of football matches,
the author applies modern analytical and statistical approaches to assessing game
performance, such as: analyzing the influence of ball possession on performance
in the English Premier League (season 2023/2024). Investigating the
characteristics of goals scored by the champion and the winner of the Bulgarian
Cup. Establishing relationships between shooting accuracy, average age and
ranking in elite European championships.

V. The author extends his research activities to the field of sports economics and
football management, analyzing the financial sustainability of Bulgarian football
in a Balkan context. He studies income inequality in European football and its
impact on clubs from the Balkan region. He applies comparative and
econometric approaches with practical value for sports management and sports
policy.

The presented scientific production in a wide spectrum, its content, results
and conclusions give me reason to define the author as a leader in the problems
of football. From the analysis of the scientific production of Chief Assistant
Ivanov, PhD, the high competence and interpretation of scientific research are
impressive.

The scientific production proposed by Chief Assistant lvanov, PhD meets
the requirements for the academic position of “Associate Professor”.

VI1.Academic and scientific research activities

When reviewing the published data on the academic and research
activities of Chief Assistant Ivanov, PhD, it was found that the conditions of the
Regulations on the terms and procedure for acquiring scientific degrees and
occupying academic positions at the National Sports Academy “Vasil Levski”
have been met. Specifically, the announced competition has a full academic load
with the relevant mandatory courses.

Chief Assistant Danail Ivanov, PhD is a main lecturer at the Department
of “Football and Tennis” of the Faculty of Sports at the National Sports
Academy “Vasil Levski”.

Chief Assistant Ivanov, PhD is a scientific supervisor of 9 graduates in the
Bachelor's Degree Program. According to my personal impressions, he is the
author of a number of innovative approaches and his own lecture courses for the
needs of educational work with students at the Academy and students at the
Coaching School in improving their qualifications, which are a kind of
continuation of his scientific research and many years of research experience.
This fact testifies that he is very well prepared to create, present and constantly

update the content of the lecture courses he leads, thus he practically shares with
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them his effective methods and practices of how to teach and how to achieve
high quality in scientific research and publication activities.

Chief Assistant Ivanov, PhD has participated in numerous seminars,
congresses and scientific conferences in Bulgaria and abroad. All this testifies to
his long-term, consistent and purposeful efforts in his academic training and in
achieving a high level of competence.

The production submitted for review does not duplicate the work of other
authors and there is no plagiarism.
